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This memorandum is a response to the March 25, 2016 directive feedback #000378.  Paragraph 
4-3d (7) c was inadvertently left out of the current version of FAA Order 8120.22A, Production 
Approval Procedures.  

The paragraph should read “When a PMA holder moves the principal manufacturing facility to a 
new location; the PMA is no longer effective since a PMA is not transferable.  Refer to Title 14 
of the Code of Federal Regulations (14 CFR) 21.314.  If the PMA holder wants a PMA for the 
new location, then the PMA holder must reapply in accordance with 14 CFR 21.303.”  

The language correctly listed in paragraph 4-3d (7) c will become 4-3d (7) d.  This correction 
will be incorporated in the next revision to Order 8120.22A, Production Approval Procedures.
